James M. Cantor, Ph.D..
Understanding sexual offending and the
brain: From the basics to the state of the
art .

Summary

The brain has been hypothesized to
contribute to the behavior of sexual
offenders for well over a century. It has only
been in the past five years, however, that
neuropsychological and advanced MRI
techniques have been applied to
understanding the phenomenon. This
presentation assumes little background in
brain anatomy and will help forensic
professionals to understand:
1. the areas of the brain that process
sexual stimuli;
2. the MRI techniques used to study
relevant brain functions and structure;
3. the neuropsychological and other
correlates of sexual offending
behavior; and
4.  the current body of MRI findings from
offenders.
This will not only make the current literature
more accessible for the audience, but will
also help forensic professionals to critically
evaluate the claims made about the
implications of such findings for policy,
practice, and science.

Sex, Tech, and Exploitation — Sex
Offenders Online;

Assessment, Treatment and Management.

Summary

This workshop will offer a broad based
understanding of the Internet and sex offenders
online. Participants will be updated on cutting
edge technologies used to access sex online,
and introduced to the most recent theories
behind cyber offense behavior. Through the use
of a live, online demonstration, participants will
be introduced to the basic venues for Internet
sexual acting out and offense behavior.
Emphasis will be on introducing participants to
the basic concepts of the Internet and teaching
online jargon necessary for proper assessment,
treatment and management of problematic
online sexual behavior. Participants will also
gain an understanding of the psychology of the
Internet and how it influences online behavior.

Theoretical clinical and legal models for
understanding, assessing, managing, and
treating the sex offender online will be provided.
Participants will be introduced to the Internet
Sex Screening Test and other methods for
appropriately assessing sex offenders for online
sexual behavior. Creative treatment strategies
for working with this population will be
presented, along with practical suggestions for
management and relapse prevention. Attention
will also be given to issues of child pornography
possession and risk.

Participants will be provided with various
resources on assessment, treatment and
management.

Tips from the battlefield: How to avoid
being beaten up in court..

Summary

Professionals are trained how to perform
their jobs in the most efficient manner
however they are often not taught how to
articulately convey this information in a
court setting. Like performing state of the
art professional assessments or
evaluations, skills at testifying must also
be learned.

This workshop provides an understanding
for the professionals role in court and
what is necessary to properly prepare and
present expert testimony by mental health
professionals. Methods for effective
presentation will be discussed, and a
series of exercises and vignettes will be
presented to demonstrate effective — and
ineffective — methods of presenting evi-
dence or

James M. Cantor, Ph.D.

Dr. Cantor is the Research Section Head of the Law & Mental Health Program of
the Centre for Addiction and Mental Health (CAMH) and is the Editor-in-Chief of
Sexual Abuse: A Journal of Research and Treatment. Dr. Cantor and his team
have been studying the role of the brain in the development of the propensity to
commit sexual offenses since 1999. He is the Principal Investigator for a $1
million research operating grant awarded to him from the Canadian Institutes of
Health Research (CIHR) to expand his studies to include newly developed MRI
techniques, including Diffusion Tensor Imaging and Magnetization Transfer
Imaging. Dr. Cantor is an Assistant Professor at the University of Toronto
Faculty of Medicine and trains advanced graduate students in psychology
through the APA/CPA-Approved Doctoral Internship Program at CAMH. He also
coordinates the clinical and phallometric assessments of the Sexual Behaviours
Clinic and the Kurt Freund Laboratory of CAMH, which conduct over 250
assessments annually.

David L. Delmonico, Ph.D.

Dr. Delmonico is an Associate Professor in the Department of Counseling,
Psychology, and Special Education at Duquesne University in Pittsburgh,
Pennsylvania. He is a graduate of Kent State University with degrees in
Psychology, Community Counseling and Counseling and Human Development
Services. Dr. Delmonico is a nationally recognized writer and speaker in the
area of psychology and the Internet, including online sexual behaviors. He is the
co-author of In the Shadows of the Net and Cybersex Unhooked. Dr. Delmonico
conducts trainings for parents, schools, and professionals across the nation on
Internet sex and keeping kids safe online. He is the director of the Online
Behavior Research and Education Center, and Editor-in-Chief of the Sexual
Addiction & Compulsivity Journal.

Elizabeth Griffin, MA

Ms. Griffin is a licensed Marriage and Family Therapist with over twenty five
years of experience treating individuals with sexually problematic behaviors,
especially those that involve the Internet. She has worked in out-patient,
in-patient, military, and prison settings. Ms. Griffin lectures nationally on the
assessment and treatment of sexual offenders and those with sexually
compulsive behavior, as well as issues related to cybersex. She has written
numerous professional articles on these topics, and is co-author of In the
Shadows of the Net and Cybersex Unhooked. Ms. Griffin created Internet
Behavior Consulting (http://www.internetbehavior.com), a company whose focus
is on issues related to problematic online behavior.

Lucy Berliner, MSW

Ms. Berliner is Director, Harborview Center for Sexual Assault and Traumatic
Stress and Clinical Associate Professor, University of Washington School of
Social Work and Department of Psychiatry and Behavioral Sciences. Her
activities include clinical practice with child and adult victims of trauma and crime;
research on the impact of trauma and the effectiveness of clinical and societal
interventions; and participation in local and national social policy initiatives to
promote the interests of trauma and crime victims. Ms. Berliner is on the editorial
boards of leading journals concerned with interpersonal violence, has authored
numerous peer-reviewed articles and book chapters, and has served/serves on
local and national boards of organizations, programs, and professional societies.

Paul Stern,

Mr. Stern is a senior deputy prosecuting attorney for Snohomish County,
Washington. He has been a prosecutor since 1981. Mr. Stern served on the
Boards of Directors for the Association for the Treatment of Sexual Abusers
from 2003-2005, and for the American Professional Society on the Abuse of
Children from 1991-1997. He is past-president of the Washington Professional
Society on the Abuse of Children. He is currently an Advisor to the DSM-V
Paraphilia Disorders Work Group. He was also appointed to the Governor’s
DNA Oversight Committee. He has served as legal editor for the APSAC
Advisor, Violence Update and is on the editorial board of Child Maltreatment.
He has published more than a dozen articles on issues related to the
prosecution of child abuse. His book, Preparing and Presenting Expert
Testimony in Child Abuse Litigation was published by Sage in 1997. He also
wrote a manual for the Prosecution of Sexual Assault Cases in 1997, dealing
predominately with assaults upon adult victims. A graduate of Ithaca College
and Rutgers-Camden Law School, Mr. Stern was admitted to practice law in
New Jersey (now resigned), in Washington, and before the United States
Supreme Court.

Brad Meryhew

Mr. Meryhew has been in private practice as a criminal defense

attorney since 2003, focusing on felony and sex based offenses. He began his
legal career as a staff attorney for Society of Counsel Representing Accused
Persons handling misdemeanor and felony trials from 1997 to 2003. He
practices in State and Federal courts throughout western Washington. He is a
1994 graduate of the University of Puget Sound School of Law and a 1980
graduate of the University of Utah. Brad represents the Washington Association
of Criminal Defense Lawyers on the Washington Sex Offender Policy Board.

Paul Spizman, Psy.D.

Dr. Spizman received his doctorate in Clinical Psychology at Indiana University
of Pennsylvania. He focused his graduate work on forensics, in particular work
with sexual offenders. Dr. Spizman has spent several years working with this
population. He has provided treatment to outpatient sexual offenders, and at the
Special Commitment Center (SCC) to Sexually Violent Predators. He is
currently employed by SCC as an evaluator, where he has worked on cases of
civil commitment, and assesses readiness for release of an individual based
upon progress in treatment. Dr. Spizman also provides training and consultation
on various issues, including age and sexual offense recidivism, workplace
violence, and polygraph testing. Finally, in his private practice, Dr. Spizman
provides services regarding sexual offenders, workplace violence, and pre-trial
evaluations.

Brian Judd, Ph.D.

Dr. Judd obtained his Ph.D. from the University of Houston in 1989 and
relocated to western Washington in 1991. He became an affiliate sex offender
treatment provider in 1994 and became fully certified in 2002. Throughout the
last 1990s into the 2000's his practice increasingly focused on evaluation and
treatment of sex offenders. Dr. Judd was appointed to the Joint Forensic Unit in
2002 and continues to perform evaluations of individuals being considered for
civil commitment under RCW 71.09. To date he has been involved in over 100
civil commitment cases and has been deposed or testified in these
proceedings on 70 occasions.
